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About Atlanta

A major organizing center of the Civil Rights movement, Atlanta 
today is characterized by strong racial diversity and a tradition of 
African-American leadership in the public sector.  It also serves as 
one of the largest gay and lesbian population centers in the United 
States.  As a historical site for social change and a contemporary 
home for diverse communities, Atlanta is a meeting location that 
reflects NWSA’s feminist commitments.  The conference hotel’s 
downtown location is compact and easy to navigate, and the city 
offers a wealth of historical and cultural attractions as well as shops, 
museums, and restaurants.  

Atlanta has more than 30 institutions of higher education, 
including the Georgia Institute of Technology, a predominant 
engineering and research university that has been ranked in the top 
ten public universities since 1999 by US News and World Report, and 
Georgia State University. The city also hosts the Atlanta University 
Center, a consortium of historically black colleges and universities. 
Its members include Clark Atlanta University, Morehouse College, 
Spelman College, and the Interdenominational Theological Center.  
Atlanta is also home to Emory University, which established one of 
the first Ph.D. programs in women’s studies in the United States, and 
Agnes Scott College, a women’s college, among many others.

Registration and Housing

All conference presenters and attendees must be registered for 
the annual meeting.  The National Women's Studies Association has 
negotiated a group rate of $179 plus tax for single/double/triple/
quad at the Sheraton Hotel, where most conference events will 
occur. A limited number of rooms will be available at $159 plus tax 
for student registrants; to receive this rate students must be NWSA 
members.  This special rate is available on a first-come, first-serve 
basis. A bulletin board is available on the conference website for 
those looking to share accomodations.
